The meeting was called to order at 7:03 PM in the Airport Admin Bldg.

Motion by Keith to accept the minutes of July 9, 2018, seconded by Brian, motion passes unanimously.
Motion by Keith to authorize Bryan to prepare and post the Agendas for our meeting, seconded by Gary, motion passes unanimously.
Gale Report
ASMP – Fencing Completed and closed. AIP-19 (Master Plan Update) All chapters have been reviewed and approved by the Commission; pre-coordination meeting with the Tribes occurred on 9/6/2018. Gale will coordinate a more formal meeting with the Tribes to also include the FAA. AIP-20 (Snow Removal Equipment) Scheduled delivery date is new early January. There is a $1 Billion supplemental FAA appropriation, for which we will apply for a $1.1 Million SRE (40’x50’) building.  Full Gale Report attached.
Manager Report
FY18 ended with $1300 remaining; our ad is running through October and is generating some interest; we had positive press in the Montague Reporter. Open House event was rained out, but the safety seminar was still held. Motion by Keith to accept the draft insurance language until it can be put into final form for next month, seconded by Brian for discussion. Gary recused himself from the discussion and vote. Discussion of the possibility of hangar not having money to pay for loss of hangar; discussion of bond vs. insurance similar to motor vehicle laws. After discussion, motion passes 3-0-1 with Gary recused. New insurance for vault and admin building will add $79 per year; and coverage added for equipment valued over $500. Further research continues of solar on the Admin Bldg. roof or solar carport. Admin bldg alone would cover 98% of our annual electricity needs, perhaps we can get 80% MassDOT funding (see Gale Report). Motion by Brian to allow the Tech School to remove 15 trees, all to leave our property, seconded by Keith, motion passes unanimously. Noise complaints handled about the new gyro-copter based here. CIP meeting in Boston on 10/4. For a tree removal project near the 16 end of the runway, MassDOT will fund up to $18,000; we may need to vote to accept state funds.The Boy Scouts have requested the use of the public side by Millers Falls road for a model rocket design/build/launch event on Saturday 9/29. Motion by Keith to allow the use, seconded by Gary. They will provide necessary toilet facilities. Motion passes unanimously. Working on several ADA compliance issues.
Treasurer’s report – We have expended $12,482 of which $6,185.50 is reimbursable; Income is $11,607.49, anticipated expense to fix house roof of $2,000. Motion by Keith to spend an amount not to exceed $2,000 to repair the roof of the rental house, seconded by Gary; brief discussion of lowest bid; motion passes unanimously.
Tribal Update: Bryan reports that this month we have had limited response from the Tribes mostly about the ALP and tree clearing.
